Evaluation by commissioning editor(s)
Your proposal will be looked at closely by the most suitable Routledge editor. The editor will consider several questions: Is the content of this book of a high academic or professional standard? Is there a market for a high quality book on this subject? What evidence is there for this market? If there is a gap in the market, is this the right book to fill it? Will the book sell internationally? If the editor is satisfied at this stage, the proposal will then be evaluated by experts.

Evaluation by independent referees
We ask respected academic or professional specialists in the field to give us independent advice on the content, quality, and potential market for a finished book based on your proposal or manuscript. This process should take about 6 weeks but can take longer as it is sometimes difficult to find suitable reviewers, and reviewers are almost always extremely busy.

Editorial board meeting
If the reviews have been positive, then the editor puts together a written proposal including your proposal, the referees’ reports, and projected production costs and revenues. These are circulated to all members of the editorial board in advance of a weekly meeting, where each proposal is discussed and either approved (frequent), rejected (infrequent), or provisionally passed, subject to certain revisions (frequent).
